He 
indicated he has offered to replace Jim Holly, the government liaison 
representative from Red Cross to the community, who is having family 
health issues. He discussed a lot of things that the Red Cross does in 
emergency situations as well as encouraging families to install smoke 
detectors. 

Director Stockman said that there was a presentation at the CEAP meeting 
by Cary Smith, the Deputy Harbor Master of the Harbor District, which 
included how often they respond to Coast Guard calls as well as the 
Harbor and its occupancy rate and how clean it is. 

President Burke indicated that Secretary McShane has volunteered to 
attend the Mid Coast County Council meetings and report back to the 
Board.

Chief Larkin referred to the updated Statistics Report and the PARS

He said that the Station 41 project is moving along very well, on schedule. 

He reported that the equipment for Truck No. 41 has been purchased and 
has arrived. Installation of the equipment should be completed soon. 

He updated the Board on the status of the audit. 

He discussed District of Distinction and what still needs to be done. He 
discussed the emails for Board members. 

He stated that interviews were held for the Associated Government 
Program Analyst position, and he provided the Board with status on the 
application and selection process. 

As to the volunteers, Chief Larkin reported that he is reviewing their 
handbook. The volunteers are going to reach out to the community to see 
if they ca get additional candidates for volunteers. 
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Director Stockman initiated a discussion regarding how the firefighters 
will operate differently in the new Station 41 that may be different from 
the ways of the old Station 41.
